In 2008, she was the first Opera-Studio member in the new structure at the Frankfurt
Opera house. After just one year at the studio, she was engaged as ensemble member
at Oper Frankfurt.

Rilling, Gabriel Garrido, Marko Letonja, Hans-Christoph Rademann, Alexander Liebreich, Kristjan Jarvi, Constantinos Carydis and
others, Ivor Bolton, Constantin Trinks, Jaap van Zweden, Leo Hussain, René Jacobs, Henrik Nanasi, Sylvain Cambreling, Krzysztof
Urbanski, Adam Fischer...

Recently, in parallel with her productions in Frankfurt, she has sung Erste Magd (Elektra), Dritte Dame (Die Zauberfldte) and Page
(Salome) at Opéra National de Paris, Hexe (Kénigskinder), Flosshilde (Das Rheingold) and Waltraute (Gotterddmmerung) at the
Tiroler Festspiele Erl at the Opéra de Paris, Schwertleite (WalkUre) at the Semperoper Dresden, Erste Magd at the Festspielhaus
Baden Baden & Berliner Philharmonie under Kirill Petrenko, Flosshilde (Das Rheingold) at the Opéra National de Paris.
